
 

1 RULES
The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009 – 2012, the Prescriptions of the Royal Yachting 
Association, Class Rules and Haversham Sailing Club’s Sailing Instructions.
Racing Rules 27.1 and 40 will be changed to the effect that buoyancy aids are required. The changes will appear in 
full in the Sailing Instructions.
Competitors should note that Haversham Sailing Club implements the RYA Racing Charter and that they will be 
required to undertake to sail in compliance with the Charter, which can be found at the front of the RYA rule book 
and at the point of event entry.

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
The regatta is open to all boats of the Supernova class.
Eligible boats may enter by completing the event entry form, which will be available on the morning of the event 
from 0930hrs.

3 ENTRY FEE 
An entry fee of £8 is payable on the day.  

4 SCHEDULE
Three races are scheduled for the event with two results to count. 
A competitor’s briefing will be held in front of the club balcony at 1100hrs.
1st Race start    1130hrs       2nd Race start   1330hrs        3rd Race back to back with Race 2
The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 1125hrs.

5 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
The Event Supplementary sailing instructions will be available at the time of entry.

6 PRIZES
There will be vouchers awarded for 1st – 3rd places, the first finisher over 50 years, first Giles boat and farthest 
traveller. Other spot prizes will be awarded depending on the size of the entry. (max one prize per competitor)

7 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. Haversham Sailing 
Club will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or 
prior to, during, or after the regatta.

8 INSURANCE
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of at least 
£2,000,000 or the equivalent.

9 CLUB
Camping is available from 1600hrs Friday with bar open.   Competitors are welcome to join club Supernova racing 
on Sunday starts 1000hrs, 1130hrs and 1330hrs.
