2.1. Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.

Conditions of Entry
3.1. The race is open to any Supernova dinghy with a valid Measurement Certificate.

3.3. Entry fees will be £15 per boat (Training & open meeting, £10 if training only):

4.1. A briefing will be held at 10.15am outside of the clubhouse.
4.2. The 1st warning signal shall not be before 10:55.
4.3. 3races are intended for the event. Race times are subject to change and any variation will be
posted on the noticeboard board near the clubhouse.
4.4. On the last scheduled day of racing no warning signal will be made after 16:00

5.1. One race is required to be completed to constitute a series and there will be one discard if three
races have been completed.

briefing, on the Office noticeboard. No paper copies will be provided to competitors.

7.1. Prizes will be awarded for the first three places overall

NOTICE TO ALL VISITORS - Invasive Species Procedure.

Before launching, all competitors are required to ensure that — your boat has been ‘Checked, Cleaned and
Dried’ for a minimum of two days prior to arriving at Burton Sailing Club. It is imperative that the Check,
Clean, and Dry principles are adhered to before the boat is launched elsewhere to prevent the spread of the
non-native species to other locations in the UK.

ACCOMMODATION

Free camping for tents and caravans is available on site for the Friday night after the training session, please
indicate if camping on the online registration form. Please note we do not have waste disposal facilities.
Dogs are allowed on site but must be under control at all times and are not permitted in the clubhouse or
training centre.

SITE ACCESS & PARKING

The car park nearest to the club house is for fishermen and visitors. Cars are permitted within the dinghy
park to allow dropping or collection of boats and equipment but must be removed immediately to a
designated car parking area.

GALLEY

There will be no galley services on the Friday training session, but the bar will be open in the evening after
training and the club BBQ can be made available.

The Galley will be serving food and hot drinks until lunchtime on Saturday.
